ü Because of the levels of industry and also because of the 

number of transportation hubs and routes, Ontario has the most 

road and rail accidents involving hazardous products.  Usually 

around 60% of the Canadian total

ü A increasing % of Ontarioôs electricity comes from its 21 nuclear 

reactors

ü Ontario averages 14 tornadoes per year and 125 

potentially severe weather 

incidents including: 

thunderstorms, 

tropical depressions, 

blizzards, ice and snow storms

ü A potential exists for earthquakes in Ontario

2000 forest fires each year
