¾ OTF had been receiving an influx of  applications 

from waterfront associations requesting financial 

assistance to complete lake plans

¾ FOCA is approached to prepare some tools that will 

enable these assoc. to help themselves.

¾ FOCA and HHSC had been brainstorming this idea 

for a few years and form a partnership

¾ OTF awards FOCA and HHSC with a grant to 

develop the lake planning program and produce Take 

the Plunge and the Lake Planning Tools.



Lake Planning Program

·Demands for water stewardship support (financial 

and resources) have increased

·Limited resources available for community groups 

to adequately support Lake Planning efforts

·Complete, user friendly and relevant information is 

not currently compiled and available

·Develop upon existing programs (RVCAõs Lake Mngt

Program) and expand for use province wide

What is Lake Planning?

¾ Developing a waterfront community consensus

¾ Defining the character and values that make the 
lake unique

¾ Social, physical, environmental aspects of 
community

¾ Identifies issues affecting the quality of life of a 
community and the health of the lake ecosystem

¾ Sets out recommendations /initiatives

that will benefit the lake and its community

¾ There are many different routes that can be taken 
to achieve the desired results



Should we be Lake Planning?

¾ Lakes vary in size and shape as do lake 
communities

¾ Lake communities have many of the same 
concerns, and many differing ex. Motors 
vs. No motors

¾ There are many ways to take action for the 
future of the lake: attending public 
meetings, getting involved in the Official 
Plan Amendment process, educating and 
implementing stewardship initiatives for the 
lake community.
